To be successful, the downtown shops need customers to have quick and easy access to their 

stores which is why the City of Kent has offered to bring parking meters back to downtown.  At 
one time, downtown Kent had 400 parking meters and the City has agreed to bring back 225 

meters in order to free-up the prime parking spaces right in front of the stores.

“Incorporating single‐space meters into the downtown parking plan adds yet 
another alternative to the variety of free and paid parking choices available in the 

City’s vibrant and bustling downtown. Installing meters in select locations downtown 
will help keep our prime, on‐street parking spaces available for customers. Free 

short term parking options will still be available for those who don’t mind walking a 
short distance to their destination.”
